	Rural Policing Update

CW reported that apologies had been received from our local policing team, due to a staffing issues and a clash of dates with Sutton parish meeting.  However we were requested to note that on the whole, the parish had been quiet in terms of policing issues, apart from a few suspect vehicles, which had been reported by our residents.  
Also, remarked upon was a spate of target shooting which had taken place in Vicarage Quarry, and the ensuing mess left behind.  

Re policing “surgeries” which had taken place periodically over the last 12 months, CW had noted from PCSO Davenport that it did not look like this could be carried on throughout 2011, as there were fewer police vehicles now allocated to community policing, as they were being re-deployed to response usage.  However, it was noted that the police van would be in attendance at events to be held in the parish over the coming months, namely: the Wool Exp. and the Annual Dog Show to be held at Blaze Fm WBC and also at the RQ Fete.

CK proposed motion that a draft for a basic proposal be tabled before the village in order to provide an initial start point, with the objective of attaining a basic structure, timeframe and to gain knowledge of issues pertinent to residents.
